This is a volume of proceedings for the conference “Applications of K-theory
and Cohomology”, which was held March 30 to April 2, 2004 at the University
of Southampton to honour the sixtieth birthday of Professor Victor Snaith. This
conference was generously supported by a grant from the London Mathematical
Society. The meeting was organized by Jacek Brodzki, Bernhard Koeck and Ian
Leary.

The meeting addressed recent developments on the boundaries where Algebraic
K-Theory meets with arithmetic, algebraic geometry and algebraic topology. The
interplay between these topics has been and continues to be a major theme of
Professor Snaith’s research career.
