
THE APRIL MEETING IN CHICAGO 

The five hundred forty-fourth meeting of the American Mathe­
matical Society was held at the University of Chicago, Chicago, Illi­
nois, on Friday and Saturday, April 18 and 19, 1958. There was a 
total of 245 registrations. Among these were 219 members of the Soci­
ety.
